         MINUTES OF THE COTTONWOOD HEIGHTS CITY HISTORIC COMMITTEE HELD AT THE
            COTTONWOOD HEIGHTS REC. CENTER ON JANUARY 14, 2015, AT 6:15 P.M.

Tom Shimizu, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:15 P.M. by asking Councilman Mike Peterson to report to the committee.

Councilman Peterson updated the committee on the progress which is being made in regards to the new city office building. The council is working to make the building more traditional in order to stand the test of time as well as keeping the costs down.  The new building will be 38,000 square feet and will have space for our committee to use.  Ground breaking will be in May or June this year with completion in 12-18 months, or 2016.  

Thanks to Gayle Conger the RFP for a historian is out and due January 30, 2015.

Most of the “Historic” signage is up and the City has received many good comments regarding them with the exception of the “Poverty Flats” signs. Those three have been taken down for the time being. It is the hope of the committee that with more education regarding the history of the area they may be used in the future. An article will appear in the next City Newsletter regarding the signs and the committee asked that the Poverty Flats portion still be included as a way to further educate the public.

Mr. Shimizu suggested that as a committee we visit the locations that the signs appear.  It was also suggested that we visit the Big Cottonwood Canyon Trail again now that all the signs are up and the new brochure boxes are in place. Councilman Peterson will make arrangements for a city van to be used for the tour.

Dan Metcalf has been posting our “Historic Questions & Answers” on our committee’s page of the City’s website. A new company has been hired to redo the site to make it more user-friendly.

The aerial maps of the City are completed and the committee is free to look them over. They will be used in the displays for the 10 year anniversary ceremony on Friday and again at the Rec. Cntr. Saturday.

Mr. Shimizu introduced Melinda Hortin to the committee. She will become our newest member later this month, but was asked to attend tonight as well as help with the displays this weekend.  She recently graduated from the University of Utah with a degree in History so will make a wonderful addition to our committee.

The time was turned over to Sylvia Orton to discuss the work her committee has done in regards to the City’s 10 year anniversary. Ms. Orton complimented Jerri Harwell, Carol Woodside and Gayle Conger for their work in producing the timeline used in the centerfold of this month’s newsletter. She mentioned that Jerri Harwell was the person who wrote the article on “The History Between the Canyons.”  The committee’s next project will be this Friday at the Butler Middle School. Ms. Conger and Ms. Woodside will be in charge of hanging the photos that will be displayed. The display will follow the timeline theme. Mike Allen and his men will put up the grids at the middle school. Ann Eatchel has made arrangements with the school to obtain entrance to the building at 3:00 P.M. We will need anyone on the committee to help with the work of putting up the display and taking it down that evening.  Arrangements have been made with the Rec. Cntr. to store the material overnight. 

On Saturday morning at 10:00 A.M. we will begin putting the grids up at the Rec. Cntr.  We have some additional photos and material that will also be displayed. There will be someone there all day to oversee the safety of the materials as there will be patrons in the building the entire day. It is felt that the longer the display is up, the more people will be able to view it.  The party starts at 6:00 P.M. and runs till 9:00 P.M. We will need to take down the material that night, but will be able to store the grids until the City picks them up.

Councilman Peterson announced that construction of the new two-story Butler Elementary School will begin in June, 2015. The new building will be on the southwest corner of the property. The front of the building will have a portion that rises 20-30 feet and will display a bell. He wondered what the committee thought about possibly using the original “Butler Bell.” The committee agreed that he should pursue the matter.

Dean Smart was not able to make it to the meeting tonight, but asked about using the three paintings by Charles Stubbs in our display this week-end. He will pick them up. He also wondered if there had been any decision regarding the possibility of buying a painting of The Old Mill from Mr. Stubbs. Mr. Shimizu will get back with Mr. Smart regarding this matter. Neither our committee, nor the City, is in a position to approve that at this time.

The corner of Fort Union Boulevard and Highland Drive is going to be redone and when that is finished the “Colebrook Corner” signs will be installed.

Ms. Conger has the CLG (Certified Local Government) grant filled out and signed by the Mayor and it is ready to be mailed. She asked for the committee’s approval to mail the proposal and it was given.  We are applying for a matching $2,000.00, grant making the total $4,000.00, which will be used for the first level survey of the 154 buildings that were built prior to 1953, and are within the city limits. The survey will determine which of these buildings retain their historic integrity. The survey will be conducted by a professional architectural historian. Once this is completed additional grants can be used for more costly surveys. She showed the committee the map Mr. Sato  showing the locations of the pre-1953 buildings.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:05 P.M.
